10 geopolitical, environmental, societal, and technological challenges threatening stability. State-based armed
1 conflict is the most immediate risk in 2025, followed by misinformation, which undermines societal cohesion and
12 | governance. Short-term risks also include extreme weather events, societal polarization, and cyber-espionage.
Environmental risks dominate the long-term outlook, such as biodiversity loss, ecosystem collapse, critical Earth
13 | system changes, and resource shortages. Pollution is a concern in both short and long terms. Technological
14 | risks, like disinformation linked to Al, are also highlighted.

Based on input from 900 global experts, the report predicts a turbulent decade leading to 2035, with reduced
16 optimism due to escalating challenges and weakened global cooperation. Societal issues like inequality and
17 illicit economic activities threaten stability and trust in governance.
18 | Global leaders are urged to prioritize dialogue, strengthen international cooperation, and rebuild trust to prevent
growing instability and secure a sustainable, inclusive future.

20 | The report, based on insights from over 900 global experts, highlights a turbulent decade ahead, with nearly
two-thirds of respondents expecting a stormy global landscape by 2035. Challenges are driven by intensifying

Fighting inequality for a resilient future is the theme of this year’s International Day for Disaster Risk
Reduction. It highlights the vicious cycle between disasters and inequality — which World Meteorological
Organization (WMO) and partners are trying to repair through the Early Warnings for All initiative.

Disasters and inequality are intertwined: limited access to services leaves groups exposed,
while disasters worsen poverty. UN Secretary-General Anténio Guterres highlights how record-breaking
events in 2023—droughts, fires, and floods—have disproportionately affected those with fewer resources. He
advocates for early warning systems for all by 2027 to mitigate these impacts.

Half of countries lack adequate early warning systems or frameworks to connect them to emergency
responses. People in vulnerable regions, like Africa and small island states, are 15 times more likely to die
from climate disasters. The number of disasters has quintupled in 50 years due to climate change and may
reach 560 annually by 2030, complicating global emergency responses.

The "Early Warnings for All" initiative targets 30 vulnerable countries disproportionately affected by climate
change. It aims to reduce disaster impacts by providing timely information to marginalized populations,
ensuring inclusivity regardless of socioeconomic status, language, or abilities. Support will expand through
funding mechanisms and global partnerships.

WHY DOES THE DISPARITY PERSIST?

Disparities persist due to unequal resource access, with low-income communities often in high-risk areas,
lacking insurance, and evacuation options. Limited healthcare access increases mortality during disasters,
while economic hardships worsen due to supply disruptions and displacement. Recovery is uneven, with
marginalized groups struggling to rebuild and facing inequitable resource allocation. Additionally, aid efforts
sometimes favor wealthier areas, perpetuating inequality.

WHAT CAN BE DONE?
Addressing the intertwining challenges of disaster impact and societal inequality necessitates:

Enhanced Preparedness: Investment in disaster readiness and resilience in susceptible communities
through infrastructure development, early warning systems, and education on disaster risk reduction.

Equal Resource Distribution: Ensuring universal access to essential resources, including healthcare,
education, and social services.

Inclusive Decision-Making: Involve marginalized communities in disaster planning and recovery
decision-making processes, enabling them to articulate their needs and concerns.

Policy Advocacy: Advocate for policies addressing the specific needs of vulnerable populations during and
following disasters, such as affordable housing, job training, and healthcare provision.

Climate Change Mitigation: Acknowledge and act upon the connection between climate change and
disasters by taking steps to mitigate climate effects while also preparing for them.

The International Day for Disaster Risk Reduction, observed on 13 October, is led by the UN Office for
Disaster Risk Reduction (UNDRR). A recent UNDRR survey revealed no progress in supporting persons with
disabilities during disasters over the past decade. Ms. Mami Mizutori called for urgent protection of these
individuals amidst increasing climate disasters. UNDRR, WMO, and partners are advancing the "Early
Warnings for All" initiative to address these challenges.
